Grammar

Everyone would probably agree that there are as many methods for teaching grammar as there are teachers teaching it.  George Guthridge has developed his own grammar program which is very good, but not vital to the writing program.  We are not proposing or requiring its use as part of our program at AGSD.  We believe that if teachers have a grammar program in their classrooms that is working for their students they should continue to use it.  

It should be noted that there are several concepts in grammar that are absolutely necessary that students know in order to effectively learn and use this writing method.  

Students from second grade on need to be taught certain parts of speech, and they should be reinforced often.  These include;

nouns

pronouns

verbs

describing words (adjectives, adverbs)  

They should also have continual practice in recognizing and using proper sentence structure.  

Without these basic concepts, they will have a difficult time developing and assessing a good enthymeme.
